
Congress and the President continue to work together to extend and expand the premium subsidy.  As you will recall, the premium subsidy was first introduced as part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (also called the Stimulus Package) in February of last year.  The premiums subsidy eligibility was originally scheduled to end December 31, 2009.  However, the President and Congress extended the eligibility to February 28, 2010, and, earlier this month; Congress and the President, for a third time, extended the eligibility until the end of this month.  


The Department of Labor, on March 12, 2010, released updated guidance incorporating the latest changes.  The following is a link to that guidance:
